A. Where utilized, tapered insulation shall be installed to achieve positive drainage with a

minimum resultant slope of 1/4" per foot, unless noted otherwise.

. Low slope roof areas shall have a minimum of 4" rigid insulation over metal roof deck.
Saddles, crickets, and slope portions of flat roof deck shall be formed by tapered
insulation. Areas where tapered insulation is anticipated have been indicated, but shall not
be considered all inclusive. It is Contractor's responsibility to provide sloped surfaces to
achieve proper drainage.

C. Roof penetrations and equipment shown shall not be considered all inclusive. Coordinate

with Mechanical, Plumbing and Electrical Documents to confirm penetrations and
equipment locations. Flash all roof penetrations in accordance with roofing manufacturer's
recommendations. Provide crickets to allow for proper drainage around units.

D. Roof walkway pads or blocks shall be installed in accordance with roofing manufacturer's
